me coveting of every kind; for apart from the Law sin is dead. ° | was once alive apart from the Law; but
when the commandment came, sin became alive and I died; *° and this commandment, which was to result
in life, proved to result in death for me; * for sin, taking an opportunity through the

commandment, deceived me and through it killed me. *2So then, the Law is holy, and the commandment is
holy and righteous and good.

3 Therefore did that which is good become a cause of death for me? May it never be! Rather it was sin, in
order that it might be shown to be sin by effecting my death through that which is good, so that through
the commandment sin would become utterly sinful.

4 For we know that the Law is spiritual, but I am of flesh, sold into bondage to sin. *> For what I am
doing, | do not understand; for | am not practicing what | would like to do, but | am doing the very thing |
hate. * But if | do the very thing | do not want to do, | agree with the Law, confessing that the Law is
good. ¥ So now, no longer am | the one doing it, but sin which dwells in me. * For | know that nothing
good dwells in me, that is, in my flesh; for the willing is present in me, but the doing of the

good is not. *° For the good that | want, | do not do, but | practice the very evil that | do not want. %° But if
I am doing the very thing | do not want, I am no longer the one doing it, but sin which dwells in me.

211 find then the principle that evil is present in me, the one who wants to do good. ** For | joyfully concur
with the law of God in the inner man, #but | see a different law in the members of my body, waging war
against the law of my mind and making me a prisoner of the law of sin which is in my

members. 2 Wretched man that | am! Who will set me free from the body of this death? % Thanks be to
God through Jesus Christ our Lord! So then, on the one hand I myself with my mind am serving the law of
God, but on the other, with my flesh the law of sin.

Lesson 7: The Blessed State and Hope of the Christian

Romans 8:1-32

Therefore there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. * For the law of the Spirit of
life in Christ Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and of death. * For what the Law could not

do, weak as it was through the flesh, God did: sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and as
an offering for sin, He condemned sin in the flesh, *so that the requirement of the Law might be fulfilled
in us, who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. ® For those who are according to
the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who are according to the Spirit, the things of
the Spirit.° For the mind set on the flesh is death, but the mind set on the Spirit is life and peace, ' because



the mind set on the flesh is hostile toward God; for it does not subject itself to the law of God, for it is not
even able to do so, ®and those who are in the flesh cannot please God.

®However, you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. But if
anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Him. ° If Christ is in you, though the
body is dead because of sin, yet the spirit is alive because of righteousness. ** But if the Spirit of Him
who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give
life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.

1230 then, brethren, we are under obligation, not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh— *for if you
are living according to the flesh, you must die; but if by the Spirit you are putting to death the deeds of the
body, you will live. ** For all who are being led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God. ** For

you have not received a spirit of slavery leading to fear again, but you have received a spirit of adoption
as sons by which we cry out, “Abba! Father!” *® The Spirit Himself testifies with our spirit that we

are children of God, *" and if children, heirs also, heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, if indeed we
suffer with Him so that we may also be glorified with Him.

¥ For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory that
is to be revealed to us. *° For the anxious longing of the creation waits eagerly for the revealing of

the sons of God. % For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of Him who
subjected it, in hope 2! that the creation itself also will be set free from its slavery to corruption into the
freedom of the glory of the children of God. % For we know that the whole creation groans and suffers the
pains of childbirth together until now. 2 And not only this, but also we ourselves, having the first fruits of
the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting eagerly for our adoption as sons, the
redemption of our body. % For in hope we have been saved, but hope that is seen is not hope; for who
hopes for what he already sees? % But if we hope for what we do not see, with perseverance we wait
eagerly for it.

% 1n the same way the Spirit also helps our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we should,
but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words; 2’ and He who searches the
hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is, because He intercedes for the saints according to the will
of God.

8 And we know that God causes all things to work together for good to those who love God, to those who
are called according to His purpose.”® For those whom He foreknew, He also predestined to become
conformed to the image of His Son, so that He would be the firstoorn among many brethren; ** and these
whom He predestined, He also called; and these whom He called, He also justified; and these whom He
justified, He also glorified.



1 What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who is against us? ¥ He who did not spare His
own Son, but delivered Him over for us all, how will He not also with Him freely give us all

things? 3 Who will bring a charge against God'’s elect? God is the one who justifies;* who is the one
who condemns? Christ Jesus is He who died, yes, rather who was raised, who is at the right hand of God,
who also intercedes for us. ** Who will separate us from the love of Christ? Will tribulation, or distress,
or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? * Just as it is written,

“FOR YOUR SAKE WE ARE BEING PUT TO DEATH ALL DAY LONG;

WE WERE CONSIDERED AS SHEEP TO BE SLAUGHTERED. ”
37But in all these things we overwhelmingly conquer through Him who loved us. 38 For | am convinced

that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, nor
powers, ¥ nor height, nor depth, nor any other created thing, will be able to separate us from the love of
God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

The Rejection of the Jews

Romans 9:1-18

9 | am telling the truth in Christ, | am not lying, my conscience testifies with me in the Holy Spirit, *that |
have great sorrow and unceasing grief in my heart. *For | could wish that | myself

were accursed, separated from Christ for the sake of my brethren, my kinsmen according to the

flesh, *who are Israelites, to whom belongs the adoption as sons, and the glory and the covenants and the
giving of the Law and the temple service and the promises, °whose are the fathers, and from whom is the
Christ according to the flesh, who is over all, God blessed forever. Amen.

®But it is not as though the word of God has failed. For they are not all Israel who are descended from
Israel; " nor are they all children because they are Abraham’s descendants, but: “THROUGH ISAAC

YOUR DESCENDANTS WILL BE NAMED. ” 8 That is, it is not the children of the flesh who are children of God,
but the children of the promise are regarded as descendants. ° For this is the word of promise: “AT THIS
TIME | WILL COME, AND SARAH SHALL HAVE A SON. ” *° And not only this, but there was Rebekah also, when
she had conceived twins by one man, our father Isaac; ** for though the twins were not yet born and had
not done anything good or bad, so that God'’s purpose according to His choice would stand, not because
of works but because of Him who calls, *it was said to her, “THE OLDER WILL SERVE THE

YOUNGER. ” ® Just as it is written, “JACOB | LOVED, BUT ESAU | HATED. ”

Y“What shall we say then? There is no injustice with God, is there? May it never be! ** For He says to
Moses, “I WILL HAVE MERCY ON WHOM | HAVE MERCY, AND | WILL HAVE COMPASSION ON WHOM | HAVE
COMPASSION. ” 18 So then it does not depend on the man who wills or the man who runs, but on God who
has mercy. ' For the Scripture says to Pharaoh, “FOR THIS VERY PURPOSE | RAISED YOU UP, TO
